The above plan is a revised layout for Diamond Hill Station based on the original 1970 layout, 
found in the Development of the Initial System of the Hong Kong Mass Transit Railway from the 
Further Studies (1975). In this layout, the Kwun Tong Branch level features a Spanish solution 
platform layout in order to cater for high boarding and alighting flow and maintain short dwell 
time for 2-minute service intervals. This layout was at last considered too difficult and complex 
to construct, maintain, operate and police, and was thus replaced with the quad-platform design 
to the right.
Diamond Hill Station would see the above typical cross section if the revised layout had been 
built (note EAKL platforms are at an angle of 60° to KWTB platforms and transfer concourse, 
similar to the original 1970 layout.)

In the Development of the Initial System of the Hong Kong Mass Transit Railway from the 
Further Studies Proposal (1975), a whole section is dedicated to the junction arrangement 
at Mong Kok. This is because its design would have serious implications for the system’s 
operations, safety, reliability, and the public’s confidence in the system.   
A total of 21 alternate plans are outlined in the section. These are grouped into several  
schemes and rated in terms of benefits to passengers, operating factors, and costs. Some 
plans replaced Mong Kok with stations at the crossings of Argyle St. and Prince Edward Rd. 
with Nathan Rd.
Plan C5 is rated the best in the end, followed by plans C7, C6, C4, A1. It can be seen that the 
C schemes, i.e., Kwun Tong Branch Reversing Schemes, are generally best received. Plan C5 
was then revised and developed as the preferred layout of the Initial System.
